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Abstract. The article deals with the analysis of stylistic devices which are used in the head-
lines of publicistic texts to express the author’s idea in a brighter way and to direct readers’ atten-
tion. The actuality is explained by the fact that the researchers are interested in the peculiarities of
the construction of headlines which being a strong position in the text make the first impression and
excite curiosity.
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The research goal is to study linguistic expressive means which are used in headlines as
strong positions of publicistic texts. The notion “headline” and its peculiarities in a publicistic text
were investigated to achieve the goal. English-speaking newspaper articles were analyzed to dis-
cover the stylistic devices which are employed in the headlines as strong positions of publicistic
texts. It was determined that newspaper authors use various stylistic devices to make the headline
more vivid and magnetic.
